APPEAL OF FINDING OF COMMISSIONER JOHN A. STEWART
St. Petersburg Catholic High School
Violation of Article 7.6.1, Policy 38 and Policy 24

DATE AND TIME: Thursday, May 31, 2007, 9:20 A.M.

SUBJECT: This is an appeal in connection with information presented during an
investigation conducted by FHSAA Investigative Consultant William R. Grey in
connection with charges of recruiting of student athietes and conducting football
practice prior to the approved start date.

BACKGROUND: As a result of this investigation, the school was found to be guilty of
recruiting student athletes and conducting organized football practice prior to the
approved May 1 start date.

RATIONALE: Article 7.6.1 Recruitment of Students reads as follows: “Recruitment of
students or attempted recruitment of students for athletic purposes, regardless of their
residence, is a gross violation of the spirit and philosophy of these Bylaws and is
expressly forbidden. Recruiting is the use of undue influence and/or special inducement
by anyone associated with a school in an attempt to encourage a prospective student to
attend or remain at that school for the purpose of participating in interscholastic
athletics. A member school is responsible for any such action committed by any person
associated with the school, including the principal, assistant principals, the athletic
director, coaches, teachers, any other staff members or employees, students, parents
or any organization, such as booster clubs, having connection to the school. A member
school also is responsible for any violation committed by any person acting at the
direction of the school or anyone associated with the school. The Board of Directors
shall establish and maintain a policy which defines undue influence and special
inducement; lists examples of such actions which shall be considered to be violations of
this article; establishes the penalties for such violations; and regulates academic
recruitment programs and financial aid programs conducted and administered by
member schools.”

In regard to our request for an appeal, I would like to submit that the following
actions have been taken since our last appearance at the FHSAA Board of Directors
meeting on October 1, 2006,

1) Personnel changes:
a) We have hired Tod Creneti as our new head football coach and he began May 1,

2007.
b) The current AD, Mrs. Ann Marie Mancuso is stepping down and we are selecting a

new athletic director from outside the SPCHS faculty, staff and administration.
¢) A member of the athletic department will have as a part of their job description
the responsibility of ensuring cormpliance with FHSAA regulations.

2) I have spoken with the faculty, coaches who are also faculty members, and groups
of parents regarding the recruiting of students under FHSAA regulations. There will
be a formal series of talks at orientation sessions for staff, students, coaches and
parents in August 2007. An excerpt of the FHSAA's definition of recruiting was printed
in our parent bulletin and mailed to over 1,100 recipients in October, 2006.

3) We will schedule and documnent two additional coaches meetings in the 2007-2008
academic year to be sure that all coaches are updated on changes in FHSAA general
regulations and those that may affect their particular sport.

4) 1 have spoken with every student who has sought to transfer into St. Petersburg
Catholic HS from a school in Pinellas County or any other county in Florida to
ascertain whether they have been approached by anyone associated with the school
in regard to athletics. I have also contacted the schools from which the students wish

to transfer as to their eligibility.

5) I will invite a member of the FHSAA central office to offer a workshop on
compliance to our head coaches.

In light of the immediate payment of the $13,000 fine and the swift and serious
restructuring of personnel and policies within our schoal in response to the sanctions

Dear Reverend Serio:

On February 27, 2006, my office received the enclosed letters from Dave Redding, Athletic Director and
Head Basketball Coach at Northeast High School and Principal Patricia Wright regarding alleged
recruiting of student Antwan Carson. This necessitated my contacting Mr. William Grey, FHSAA
Investigative Consultant and request that he visit Northeast High School and interview Antwan Carson.

Mr. Grey visited Northeast High School on March 7, 2006 to interview Antwan Carson who verified his
signature on the enclosed statement from Mr. Redding. During the interview Antwan stated to Mr. Grey
that he saw Coach Davis at a Saint Pete Catholic basketball game that he was attending with a friend and
that Coach Davis told him that they would love for him to attend St. Pete Catholic and they would pay for
school. Coach Davis went on to say that he could have one of the gold sweatshirts with St. Pete Catholic
Basketball written on it. The shirt was given to Antwan and is presently being held by Mr. Redding.
Antwan stated that Coach Davis gave him a number to call St. Pete Catholic.

On March 15, 2008, Mr. Barry Brown, Athletic Director at S,t.‘ Petersburg High School, contacted Mr. Grey.
A student named Robert Spann told him that he and two ther St. Petersburg High School students had
attended Saturday morning practices at the St. Pete Catholic High School football field with Coach Rod
Williams. (My office had previously received a call from the athletic director at Dixie Hollins indicating that
a student had informed them that St. Pete Catholi¢ was conducting football practices.) The two other
students are Jernois Bradbury and Lawon Scott. Mr. Brown stated that on March 9, 2006, Lawon Scoit’s
mother came to school to withdraw him and she informed him that her son was going to a winning
program at St. Pete Catholic. Mr. Brown and football coach Joe Fabrizio talked to Lawon’'s mother at
11:45 a.m. By 1:00 p.m., St. Pete Catholic athletic director, Anne Marie-Mancuso had called the school
requesting academic records for Lawon. Mr. Brown states that he called Mrs. Mancuso and expressed
his concern about Lawon and the other two St. Petersburg High School students participating in a
Saturday practice and with Lawon transferring to St. Pete Catholic. The next morning Mr. Brown received
a phone message from, Mrs. Mancuso that stated, “ This is Anne Marie Mancuso. | am calling to let you
know that we will not be accepting Lawon Scott at St. Pete Catholic and that if you have any questions,

please call 344-4065, Ext. 228.

On Saturday, March 18, 2006, Mr. Grey visited St. Pete Catholic and observed the following activity on
the school’s football field:

10:00 a.m. Warm up/streich

10:20 a.m. Agility drills-directed by coach

11:00 a.m. 40-yard dash timed by two coaches/students ran in pairs

11:25 a.m. Spider-line drills-directed by coach

11:40 a.m. Broke into small groups; Two quarterbacks threw the football to

receivers. Defensive Backs ran dropback drills. Linemen, under the
direction of a coach, did roll drills by whistle commands.

12:00 Noon Players and coaches met as a group in center of field and were talked to
by coach.

Approximately 30 student/athleies participated with four coaches. (Two in gold shirts, one coach in a long
sleeve gray shirt, and Coach Mancuso in gold hat, white t-shirt and gray or green shorts.) The coach in
the long sleeve gray shirt worked one on one with a player after the meeting for about ten minutes.

On March 20, 2008, Mr. Grey visited Lakewood High School and spoke fo head football coach, Otis Dixon
who stated to Mr. Grey that Lakewood sophomore Couriney Feazell transferred two weeks ago to St.
Pete Catholic. According to Dixon, Courtney Feazell has been associated with Coach Davis and the St.
Pete ‘Lil Devils litlle league football program. Mrs. Feazell would not return phone calls made by Coach
Dixon to her. Another Lakewood student, Marcus Jackson, according to Dixon was allegedly contacted
by Coach Davis about transferring to St. Pete Catholic High School. Coach Dixon spoke to Mrs. Jackson
who indicated that she had spoken to Davis in the past. Mr. Grey called her on March 21, 2006 and she
indicated that Coach Davis had spoken to her but not recently. She says that Davis makes his presence
very well known with little ieague players and parents.

Mr. Grey visited St. Petersburg High School on March 20, 2006. Mr. Brown played the voice message left
by Mrs. Mancuso and provided Mr. Grey with a signed written statement by Jernois Bradbury. During Mr.
Grey's interview with Jernois Bradbury he stated that he and two other St. Petersburg High students,
Robert Spann and Lawon Scott attended practice twice at St. Pete Catholic. He stated that students from
other schools were there but could not provide names. Coach Williams conducted footwork drills and
when the group split into smaller groups, he participated in seven on seven passing drills direcied by
Coach Williams. The linemen went with another coach. Jernois statement says that, “the head coach
started to talk to us because he liked our talent. He was saying that he needed us on his team and that
he would pay our tuition and everything that needed to be paid to come to St. Pete Catholic next year to
play football for him. He also told us that we did not have to worry about college cause he would get us
there.” Jernois stated to Mr. Grey that there is a practice every Saturday, and again on Monday and
Tuesday at Campbell Park and Wednesday and Thursday at the field on 31" Street, South. Jernois
stated that he attended practice one time at Campbell Park, and one time at the 31% Street field.
Bradbury went on to say that Coach Williams told us to keep “it quiet’ regarding the practices. Coach
Williams said to Bradbury that a sponsor would pay for what he could not pay and that Coach Williams
gave him paperwork to fill out.

On March 21, 2008, Mr. Grey visited the Campbell Park field and observed approximately fifteen athletes
participating in football running and passing drills with two adults directing the activity from approximately
6:00 to 7:30 p.m.

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On Saturday, March 25, 2006, Mr. Grey visited the St. Pete Catholic High School campus and observed
football practice being conducted.

10:30 a.m. 40-yard sprints

10:45 a.m. Various footwork drills under direction of coach (front hop, side hop, one
foot, backward)

11:15am. Small group moved to east end of field for line drills/linemen doing roll

drilis directed by coach.
Quarterbacks and receivers ran passing drills directed by a coach.
Coach in blue jacket threw pass drills to receiver being defended one on
one.
Coach in gray sweat jersey conducting defensive drills on sideline with
dummies.

12:00 NOON Gathered as a group.

On Saturday, April 1, 2006, Mr. Grey visited the St. Pete Catholic campus and observed football practice
from 10:30 a.m. until 12:05 p.m. Various running drills similar to the other practices were conducted by
seven on seven passing drill with quarterbacks throwing to receivers against seven defensive players.
Head coach, Mancuso and three other coaches were actively involved directing the session. One coach
in a gray long sleeve shirt had note cards with the plays on them.

Within ten (10) business days upon receipt of this letter, please respond to the following questions:

1. Explain why Coach Davis stated to Antwon Carson that the school would fove to have him attend
St. Pete Catholic. Why did he give Carson a St. Pete Catholic sweatshirt, and why did he give
Carson a school number to call? Refer to FHSAA Policy 36 on Recruiting.

2 Did Lawon Scott formally apply to St. Pete Catholic and why after Mr. Brown spoke {o Mrs.
Mancuso with his concerns did he receive a phone message the next day from her that St. Pete
Catholic did not accept Lawon Scott? Why does the athletic director have any authority in the
acceptance or rejection of prospective students?

3 Review the enclosed statement signed by Jernois Bradbury and submitted to Mr. Brown and the
comments made to Mr. Grey during his interview with Bradbury. Explain why Jernois Bradbury
and two other St. Petersburg High School students participated in the St. Pete Catholic practices?
Explain Coach William's conversation to Bradbury regarding his transfer fo St. Pete Catholic and
that he would not have to pay fo attend? Who would these sponsors be? Explain why the head
coach was offering Jernois paid tuition and that he would not have to worry about college?

4. Explain why Coach Davis allegedly had a conversation with the mother of Marcus Jackson and
what does “making their presence known with little league parents and players”, mean?

5. Why are football practices being conducted on the campus of St. Pete Catholic on Saturday
mornings as observed by Mr. Grey on three occasions? Review Policy 22-Off-Season
Conditioning Guidelines, Policy 23-Off-Season Participation Guidelines, and Policy 24-
Open Facilities Program Guidelines. Why are students from other schools in attendance as
documented by Jernois Bradbury’s statement? Why are footballs and blocking dummies being
used? Why are coaches instructing skills and technique drills specific to football?

. Explain why passing drills are being conducted at off-site locations as observed by Mr. Grey on

March 21, 2006 at Campbell Park?

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Off-Season Conditioning Guidelines

The Board of Directors has established the following guidelines relative to off-season conditioning programs
conducted by member schools:

1 Definitions.

(a) Off-season. "Off-season” means the period of time during the regular school year but outside the
defined sport season for a specific sport.

(b) Sports Season. "Sports season” means the period of time for a specific school team in each respective
sport that begins with the first permissible date of practice in that sport and ends either with (a) the last
permissible date for a regular season contest (if not participating in state series competition) in that sport; (b)
the date of the team's elimination from state series competition in that sport; or (c) the state championship
game in that sport; whichever first occurs for that team During a sports season a school may organize its
teams in the sport for practice and interscholastic athletic competition within the regulations established to
govern that specific sport

() Conditioning. Weight training is the use of free weights and stationary apparatus. Cardiovascular
conditioning is distance and interval training. Plyometrics is the use of pre-set conditioning programs.
Conditioning IS NOT teaching sport specific skills and drills, and DOES NOT involve the use of sport specific
equipment (i.e. starting blocks, hurdies, rebounders, ball machines, bats, balls, rackets, efc ).

2 Off-season conditioning programs conducted by a school shall be open to participation by all students
enrolled in that school.

3, All preseason and/or postseason conditioning program participants shall file with the school the "FHSAA
Consent and Release of Liability Certificate” and the "FHSAA Preparticipation Physical Evaluation” form

4. Participation shall be voluntary and shall not be required, either directly or indirectly, for membership on an
interscholastic team.

5. Supervision by school personnel is required.
6. It is recommended that instruction be part of the off-season conditioning program

7. 1tis recommended and strongly encouraged that schools provide information in the folibwing areas:
(a) Proper use of weightroom equipment
{b) Proper weight training techniques
(c) Proper nutrition
(d) Proper cardiovascular conditioning techniques
(e) Ergogenics

& The schoo! administration shall assume the responsibility for ensuring compliance with these guidelines

9 Failure to comply with these guidelines may result in the assessment of penalties including, but not limited
to, the following:

(a) Assessment of a minimum fine of $2,500 per violation.

(b) Loss of permissible practice time.

(c) Loss of privilege to participate in a preseason jamboree or preseason classic with reimbursement of a
minimum of $500 to each affected school and the FHSAA.
(d) Reduced number of reguiar season "home" contests.
(e) Loss of privileges to participate in the FHSAA State Series

Off-Season Participation Guidelines

The Board of Directors has established the following guidelines relative to contact by coaches in a given sport
with student-athletes who participate in that sport at times during the school year ouiside that sport's season
as defined in "Sport Seasons Guidelines” contained elsewhere in this handbook:

1 Definitions.
(a) Off-Season. "Off-season” means the period of time during the regular school year but outside the

defined sport season for a specific sport.

(b) Sports Season. “Sports season” means the period of time for a specific school team in each respective
sport that begins with the first permissible date of practice in that sport and ends either with (a) the last
permissible date for a regular season contest (if not participating in state series competition) in that sport; (b)
the date of the team's efimination from state series competition in that sport, of (c) the state championship
game in that sport, whichever first occurs for that team, During a sports season a school may organize its
teams in the sport for practice and interscholastic athletic competition within the regulations established to
govern that specific sport.

(c) Coach. "Coach” means any person, regardless of whether they are employed or volunteer, who
instructs, supervises, of otherwise manages student-athletes in conjunction with a practice, tryout, drill,
workout, evaluation or competitive activity

(d) “involved In Any Respect.” "Invoived in any respect’ means engaged in anything to do with a non-
school team, including but not limited to, coaching, scheduiing, transporting, officiating and the hiring of
officials, training, taping, managing team expenses, purchasing of uniforms and equipment, etc.

2. During the off-season, 8 coach may have contact with student athletes who are members of his/her team
outside the normal teacher-student classroom environment to make arrangements for and assist in the
conduct of physical examinations; explain eligibility regulations; solve insurance problems; review films; build
morale: and conduct off-season conditioning as defined in the “Off-Season Conditioning Guidelines” contained
elsewhere in this handbook

3 During the off-season, a coach or prospective coach of any member school may be involved with a non-
school team in a sport that hel/she coaches provided the non-school team meets the following requirements
(a) The team must be affiliated with an outside agency promoting athletic participation opportunities such
as, but not limited to:
Baseball - Babe Ruth, American Legion, city/county leagues
Basketball — AAU, USA, USOC
Golf — USGA, AJGA
Soccer - FIFA, Youth leagues
Softball — ASA, USSSA
Swimming & Diving — USS, NISCA, ASCA, CSCAA, AAU
Tennis — FTA, USTA, USOC, ITF
Track & Field - USA, AAU
Volleyball — USVBA, USOC, USA, AVA
Wrestling — USA, AAU
{b) Participation must include a published schedule of competition
(c) All fees or assessment for participation must be documented.
(d) Participation shall be voluntary and shall not be required, either directly or indirectly, for membership on
an interscholastic team.

4. Participation by a student in non-school athletics (i.e. AAU, American Legion, club settings, etc)on a team
that is affiliated with any school other than the school which the student attends, or attended the prior year,
followed by enroliment by that student in the affiliated school, shall be considered prima facie evidence of
recruiting by the school to which that student enrolled, or that the student enrolled in that school in whole orin
part for athletic reasons. Unless this prima facie evidence of recruiting or that the student enrolled in the new
school in whole or in part for athletic reasons is disproved by the school and student to the satisfaction of the
Commissioner, the student shall be ineligible {o represent that schoo! in interscholastic athietic competition for
a period of 365 consecutive days from the date of his/her enroliment in that school. A team affiliated with 2
school is one that is organized by and/or coached by any member of the coaching staff at, or any other person
affiliated with, that school, and/or on which the majority of the members of the team (participants in practice
and/or competition) are students who attend that school (Bylaw 11 4 10)

5 Member schools may make their gymnasiums and other athletic facilities available to outside groups or
organizations such as USA Wrestling, AAU Basketball, American Legion Baseball and others as approved by
the school district or governing body for a private school for the conduct of recreational activities programs
without being in violation of FHSAA Bylaws under the folliowing guidelines

(a) The school may not assume responsibility for, nor provide facilities for, these activities except under the
condition that if the school's facilities are used, such facilities must be contracted to the group of organization
ihat is responsible for the program

(b The school may not assume liability or insurance responsibility for non-school recreational activities

& The school administration shall assume the responsibility for ensuring compliance with these guidelines.

to, the following.
(a) Assessment of minimum fine of $2,500 per violation.

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Open Facilities Program Guidelines

The Board of Directors has established the following guidelines relative to the conduct of open facilities
programs by member schools:

1 Member schools may open their gymnasiums and other athletic facilities to students without being in
violation of FHSAA Bylaws under the following guidelines:

(a) The facility must be open to all students who are bona fide students in that schoo! as defined in Bylaw
11.1 1. Opening facilities to a select group of students to practice individual skills for a specific sport is a
violation of this policy

(b} A student may participate in open facility activities only in the school in which helshe is a bona fide
student as defined in Bylaw 11.1.1.

(c) A middie school student cannot parficipate in open facilities activities offered by a senior high school
unless the middle school student is a bona fide student in that senior high school as defined in Bylaw 11.1.1

(d) Supetrvision by schoot personnel is required. School personnel, including faculty and non-faculty
coaches in attendance, however, shall not provide coaching or instruction in the skills and techniques in any
sport. Their presence may be in a supervisory capacity only.

(e) Participation shall be voluntary and shall not be required, either directly or indirectly, for membership on
an interscholastic team

(fy No sport specific tasks of drills shall be taught or assigned to students to perform during open facility
activities

(g) Open facility activities in a specific sport {ie baseball, girls basketball, boys volieyball, wrestling. efc.)
shall be concluded a minimum of two weeks prior to the first permissible date of interscholastic practice in that
sport

(h) The school administration shall assume the responsibility for ensuring compliance with these guidelines

5 Failure to comply with these guidelines may result in the assessment of penalties including, but not limited
to, the following:

(a) Assessment of a minimum fine of $2,500 per viplation.

{b) Loss of permissible practice time.

(c) Loss of privilege to participate in a preseason jamboree or preseason classic with reimbursement of a
minimum of $500 to each affected school and the FHSAA

(d) Reduced number of regular season “home" contests.

{e) Loss of privileges to participate in the FHSAA State Series

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1. Explain why Coach Davis stated to Antwon Carson that the school would
love to have him attend St. Pete Catholic. Why did he give Carson a St. Pete
Catholic sweatshirt and why did he give Carson a school number to call?
Although Mr. Davis will occasionally stop by St. Petersburg Catholic H.S. to
watch a football game, he is no longer a member of the coaching staff and has not
been for about the past 3 years. In calling in Mr. Davis to question him about
these allegations, he stated that he never spoke with Antwon Carson. Mr. Davis
has not attended a basketball game at St. Petersburg Catholic H.S. since his son
graduated 4 years ago. He does not even know who Antwon Carson is. He did
not give Antwon Carson a sweatshirt or a school number. Mr. Redding refers to
this sweatshirt as a gold hoodie. St. Petersburg Catholic High School only sold
Black & Gray sweatshirts. The order for the shirts was placed through Gulfshore
Sports Store; you can verify this through them. We cannot tell you how Antwon
obtained this sweatshirt that he has, however, it is not uncommon for students to
give their shirts to friends from other schools. The sweatshirts were also available
for sale at different sporting events; we do not ask people who they are when they
make their purchases. As far as the school number, a school number would be
very easy to obtain from the telephone book. Mr. Davis will swear under oath
that these allegations are completely false.

2. Did Lawton Scott formally apply to St. Pete Catholic and why after Mr.
Brown spoke to Mrs. Mancuso with his concerns did he receive a phone
message the next day from her that St. Pete Catholic did not accept Lawton
Scott? Why does the athletic director have any authority in the acceptance
or rejection of prospective students?

Lawton Scott did formally apply to St. Petersburg Catholic H.S. His mother filled out

an admissions packet for him and then he and his mother were interviewed by Father

John Serio. Father Serio wanted to be sure that Lawton was coming over for the right

reasons so he questioned Lawton and his mother as to why he wanted to come over.

Lawton’s mother stated that she was concerned about her son’s grades and she

wanted him in a good Christian environment. Lawton stated that he wanted to be

here. After completing the interview, Father Serio felt that Lawton was a good
candidate and that St. Petersburg Catholic would be a good support system for him.

Mrs. Williams (Lawton’s mother) was instructed to have Lawton get current progress

report grades so we could factor them into our own quarter. When Mrs. Williams

went to St. Pete High she was informed that the athletic director of St. Pete High
wanted to speak with her. According to Mrs. Williams, she was led to believe that St.

Pete High was going to create problems for St. Petersburg Catholic if Lawton was

accepted. This was immediately brought to the attention of Father John Serio. Fr.

Serio asked Mrs. Mancuso to investigate and call the athletic director at St. Pete High.

In doing so, Mrs. Mancuso was informed by Mr. Brown that Lawton was at a

workout with Coach Williams at Campbell Park. Mrs. Mancuso investigated this and

called in Coach Williams. Coach Williams stated that he often works with kids going
into college and prepares them before they leave. He stated that he was at Campbell

Park one day working with a student going to college; a young man by the name of

Sterling. Sterling brought some friends with him and Coach Williams assumed that

they were college students as well; one of which was Lawton Scott. When Coach

Williams told Mrs. Mancuso this, she reported it to Father Serio and he stated that
Lawton could not be accepted and instructed Mrs. Mancuso to call Mr. Brown and let
him know. The decision was made entirely by Father Serio. The phone call to St.
Pete High was made as a courtesy. Mrs. Mancuso had no bearing or influence on the
admittance decision. Please see the enclosed statement from Robert Spann stating
that Coach Williams had no knowledge of who they were.

3. Review the enclosed statement signed by Jernois Bradbury and submitted to
Mr. Brown and the comments made to Mr. Grey during his interview with
Bradbury. Explain why Jernois Bradbury and two other St. Petersburg
High School students participated in the St. Pete Catholic practices. Explain
Coach Williams conversation to Bradbury regarding his transfer to St. Pete
Catholic and that he would not have to pay to attend. Who would these
sponsors be? Explain why the head coach was offering Jernois paid tuition
and that he would not have to worry about college?

Coach Williams stated that he did not speak with Jernois Bradbury about
transferring to St. Petersburg Catholic, tuition or sponsors. Coach Williams stated
that Mr. Bradbury (Jernois’s father) called him and asked him about finances at
St. Petersburg Catholic and asked if he would have to pay. Coach Williams told
him that he does not know anything about the finances and if he wanted to get
information he would have to call the school himself. Coach Williams and Coach
Pinto were having a Saturday conditioning, in which college kids often attend.
Coach Mancuso was in the concession stand cooking for a pasta dinner that the
Salesian Cooperators were having as a fundraiser for Alpha House that evening.
Coach Mancuso looked out the window of the concession stand and noticed 3
students that he was not familiar with. He called Coach Pinto over to the window
and asked him what college the 3 students were from. Coach Pinto questioned the
students and they stated that they were from St. Pete High and Coach Pinto went
back over to Coach Mancuso and told him. Coach Mancuso told Coach Pinto to
go over there and tell them that they cannot be here, they have to leave
immediately. The students were told by Coach Pinto that they had to leave
immediately and they did so. On one of Mr. Grey’s visits, Coach Mancuso asked
him “what do we do if we are approached by students”, Mr. Grey replied “tell
them that they you cannot talk to them and refer them to the registrar”. That is
exactly what was done. The students were asked to leave immediately. In
reference to Coach Mancuso offering Jernois Bradbury paid tuition; this statement
is completely false. Coach Mancuso never had a conversation with any student
about tuition and he does not even know who Jernois Bradbury is. Many of our
students were questioning what they read in the newspapers about the recruiting
allegations. We explained what accusations were being made and one of our
students spoke up and said that Jernois never said that Coach Mancuso
approached him about coming to St. Petersburg Catholic. I asked him how he
knew this and he said that he just spoke with Jernois on the telephone and he
denied saying any of that. Itold him that Jernois put it in writing and signed it.
He then stated that he would call Jernois on the telephone and put it on speaker
phone so that I could hear the conversation. He asked Jernois did Coach Mancuso
ask you to come to St. Petersburg Catholic and Jernois replied that Coach
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Mancuso never spoke to him about anything. Jernois was then asked if this was
not true then why did he put it in writing and Jernois stated that he was told what
to write by Barry Brown, the Athletic Director of St. Pete High. I told the
students that if this was true then Jernois had to put it in writing because if I
explained it, it would just be my word against his. Please find enclosed an
affidavit that he swears under oath that this had not occurred.

Explain why Coach Davis allegedly had a conversation with the mother of
Marcus Jackson and what does “making their presence known with little
league parents and players” mean?

Once again, when Mr. Davis was questioned in reference to these allegations, he
stated that he did not know Mrs. Jackson and never spoke with her. As far as her
statement about making his presence known, he does not know what she means
by this comment so he cannot explain it. He does have a 9 year old son that plays
in the St. Pete ‘Lil Devils program and he attends his games and practices.

Why are football practices being conducted on the campus of St. Pete
Catholic on Saturday mornings as observed by Mr. Grey on three occasions?
A general announcement was made to the entire co-ed student body that if they
were interested in coming out for conditioning, they were welcome to do so.
After some of the conditioning sessions, the coaches were asked if they would
help prepare some of the athletes for the Nike, MSL, Scout.com and Elite Eleven
Passing Combine as witnessed by Mr. Grey. If the above violates any FHSAA
rule, it was done without knowledge that the above activity violated any FHSAA
rule.

Explain why passing drills are being conducted at off-site locations as
observed by Mr. Grey on March 21, 2006 at Campbell Park.

Coach Williams was working with a college student by the name of Sterling and
he stated that while he was working with Sterling, another group was in the park
playing flag football.

Dear Reverend Serio:

The Florida High School Athletic Association received your response to a letter from Sonny Hester,
FHSAA Associate Commissioner, dated April 18, 2006 regarding alleged violations of FHSAA Bylaw 7.6-
Recruitment of Students and Policy 22-Off-Season Conditioning Guidelines.

Mr. Bill Grey, FHSAA Investigative Consultant, investigated an alleged violation of FHSAA Bylaw 7.6-
Recruitment of Students, regarding Northeast High Schoo!l student-athlete Antwan Carson. The
allegation centered on St. Petersburg Catholic High School, Coach Davis, stating they would love for him
to atiend St. Petersburg Catholic High School and they would pay for school. Coach Davis also allegedly
gave Antwan Carson a St. Petersburg Catholic High School basketball sweatshirt. In your response to
this allegation, you stated that Coach Davis, “is no longer a member of the coaching staff and has not
been for about the past 3 years,” however, the 2004 St. Petersburg Catholic High School Football Roster
lists Coach Davis as a member of the coaching staff. ’

Mr. Grey also investigated an allegation regarding two St. Petersburg High Schoo! student-athietes,
Jernios Bradbury and Lawton Scott, participation in football practice with St. Petersburg Catholic High
School coaches present and coaching sport specific drills. Lawtfon Scott applied for admission to St.
Petersburg Catholic High School soon after attending these practices. Jernois Bradbury, wrote a
statement for Mr. Barry Brown, Assistant Principal, St. Petersburg High School, confirmed by Mr. Grey
during an interview with this student. It was stated that, “after the practice was over the head coach from
St. Pete Catholic started to talk to us because he liked our talent. He was saying that he needed us on
the team and that he would pay our tuition and everything that needed to be paid to come to St. Pete
Catholic next year to play for him. He also told us that we did not have to worry about college cause he

would get us there.”

Allegations were made by administrators at Dixie Hollins High School and St. Petersburg High School of
violations of FHSAA Policy 22 (Off-Season Conditioning Guidelines). Mr. Grey witnessed organized
football practices at St. Petersburg Catholic High School on March 18, 2008, March 25, 2006 and April 1,
2006. He also witnessed an organized football practice at Campbell Park on March 21, 2006. During the
practices conducted at St. Petersburg Catholic High School, St. Petersburg Catholic High School coaches
were coaching sport specific skills and football equipment was in use (footballs, blocking dummies).
During practice at Campbell Park, St. Petersburg Catholic High School coaches were coaching sport
specific skills and footballs were used.

St Pete Catholic B
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The FHSAA Bylaw 7.6.1-Recruitment of Students states:

Recruitment of students or attempted recruitment of students for athletic purposes, regardless of their
residence, is a gross violation of the spirit and philosophy of these Bylaws and is expressly forbidden.
Recruiting is the use of undue influence and/or special inducement by anyone associated with a school in
an attempt fo encourage a prospective student to attend or remain at that school for the purpose of
participating in interscholastic athletics. A member school is responsible for any such action commitied
by any person associated with the school, including the principal, assistant principal, the athletic director,
coaches, teachers, any other staff members or employees, students parents of any organization, such as
booster clubs, having connection to the school. A member school also is responsible for any violation
committed by any person acting at the direction of the school or anyone associated with the school. The
Board of Directors shall establish and maintain a policy, which defines undue influence and special
inducement: lists examples of such actions, which shall be considered to be violations of this article;
establishes the penalties for such violations; and regulates academic recruitment programs and financial
aid programs conducted and administered by member schools.

FHSAA Policy 36-Policy on Recruiting in pertinent parts: Recruiting is the use of undue influence and/or
special inducement by anyone associated with a school in an attempt to encourage a prospective student
to attend or remain at that school for the purpose of participating in interscholastic athletics. Policy 36
further states: The use of undue influence, which is the use of direct or indirect communication by
anyone associated with a school with a prospective student-athlete in an attempt to solicit or encourage
the enrollment of a prospective student-athlefe in that school, is prohibited. Additionally, no one
associated with a school may request any third party to solicit or encourage the enrollment of a
prospective student-athlete in that school, for in that case the third party also becomes associated with

that school.

FHSAA POLICY 22- Off-Season Conditioning Guidelines states in pertinent parts:

Conditioning-Weight ftraining is the use of free weights and stationary apparatus. Cardiovascular
conditioning is distance and interval training. Plyometrics is the use of pre-set conditioning programs.
Conditioning IS NOT teaching sport specific skills drills, and DOES NOT involve the use of sport specific
equipment (i.e. starting blocks, hurdles, rebounders, ball machines, bats, balls, rackets, gfc.). Policy 22
further states: Failure to comply with these guidelines may result in the assessment of penallies
including, but not limited to, the following:

(a) Assessment of a minimum fine of $2,500 per violation.

(b) Loss of permissible practice time.
(c) Loss of privilege to participate in a preseason jamboree or preseason classic with reimbursement

of a minimum of $500 to each affected school and the FHSAA.
(d) Reduced number of regular season “home” contests.
(e) Loss of privileges to participate in the FHSAA State Series.

It is the determination of this office that St. Petersburg Catholic High School is in violation of FHSAA
Bylaw 7.6-Recruitment of Students, Policy 36-Policy on Recruiting and Policy 22-Off-Season Conditioning
Guidelines; because of the following infractions:

1. Antwan Carson was encouraged to enroll at St. Petersburg Catholic High School by Coach Davis for
the purpose of participating in athletics. In addition, Coach Davis provided this student with a gift of a St.
Petersburg Catholic High School basketball sweatshirt.

2 Lawton Scott was encouraged to enroll at St. Petersburg Catholic High School for the purpose of
participating in football after attending a football practice where St. Petersburg Catholic High School
football coaches were present. Even though this student was not accepted by the administration of St.
Petersburg Catholic, the act of the recruitment of this student is clear.

3. Jernois Bradbury was encouraged to enroll at St. Petersburg Catholic High School for the purpose of
participating in football by “the head coach.” This office finds this student’s original written statement to
be more creditable than the one in which he recanted the original statement.

4. St. Petersburg Catholic High School participated in organized football practices where sport specific
skills were coached and equipment was used outside of the official dates prescribed by FHSAA Policy 22

on at least four (4) occasions.

St. Pete Catholic 8
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Summary of Mesting Held April 6, 2005 at St. Petersburg Catholic Diocese
In Attendance: Supt. John Cummings, Principal Rev. Serio, and Mr. Grey

The meeting was scheduled so that I could share information regarding allegations of
recruiting that I had investigated. See attached information that was presented at the
meeting. Mr. Commings stated that the school does not provide financial aid to athletes
and Rev. Berio agreed. The persons alleged to be tatking to students were not on staff
according to Cummings and Serio. I pointed out the pattern of the fact that coaches
associated with local little leagues have been approaching students about sttending SPC.

I explained to Cummings and Serio the Janguage regarding undue influsnce in Policy 36
and at the present time I could not positively cite any violations. I told them that I would
continue to follow up on any future allegations and they assured me that they would
speak to their coaches about my findings and adherence to FHSAA policies.

In SPC™S
response to the FHSAA Coach Willie Davis claims he did not know Antwan, has
never talked to him, and hasn’t attended a basketball game at SPC in four years.

Antwan verified the information that was in the original statement as true and said
that ke knows Coach Davis throngh Faith Memorial Church and has spoken to

him.

Antwan clarified that the baskethall game was a High School Fall League game
beld at Campbell Park during the fall of 05 when Coach Davis talked to him about
attending SPC and gave him & sweatshirt. Coach Davis gave him a phone number
10 call at SPC.

Statement taken at St. Petersburg HS from student Jernois Bradberry with his
mother Cindy Dempsey in attendance.

Jernois stated that Dante Fowler called his father Darrius Fowler to have Jernois
write a statement to recant the original statement that he wrote for AD Barry
Brown.

Jernois stated that he wrote the statement and signed it. His mother pointed out

Dante Fowler picked up statement from house.

In SPC response they claim that there was a phone call placed between a SPC
student who is a friend of Jernois, and Jernois which was placed on a speaker
phone so Mrs. Mancuso could hear it. Jernois said he did participate in a phone
conference with Mrs. Mancuso and a friend.

In the SPC response they claim that a Coach Pinto asked Jernois to leave a
Saturday practice. Jernois said he attended two Saturday practices and was never
asked to leave, He completed both practices,

When asked by Principal Janssen if Jernois had received an application from the
coaches to attend SPC, Jernois stated that he did receive paperwork while
attending the practices but that did not still have the forms. The mother was
aware of the paperwork and said that she and Jernois were not interested in SPC.
